Mayor Rick Lubben called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with Council Members Todd Butler, Jane Whittlesey, Kyle Jensson, Sarah Craft and Mike Spence present. Moved by Whittlesey, seconded by Craft to approve “A RESOLUTION AMENDING SALARY RESOLUTION #09-36 SETTING SALARIES FOR THE EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF LA PORTE CITY, IOWA, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2009-10”.  Roll call vote passed 5-0 and Mayor Lubben declared Resolution #09-55 adopted.
