COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS







October 26, 2009
The City Council of La Porte City, Iowa met in regular session on October 26, 2009.  Mayor Rick Lubben called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with Council Members Todd Butler, Sarah Craft, Kyle Jensson, Mike Spence and Jane Whittlesey present.  Also present were Kim Ortiz, Sam Weich, Jeff Larison, Corey Lorenzen and Jeff Davis.
Moved by Butler, seconded by Craft to approve the Agenda and motion carried 5-0.

Moved by Jensson, seconded by Spence to approve the CONSENT AGENDA including the Minutes of October 12 and 21, Disbursements, Utilities Report, Clerk’s Report and Beer Permit Renewal for Pronto Market and motion carried 5-0.

City Attorney Corey Lorenzen provided updates on current City issues.
Moved by Craft, seconded by Jensson to approve the June TREASURER’S REPORT and motion carried 5-0.

The Council reviewed roofing estimates for the park shelter, gazebo and community center, and estimates for parking lot improvements at the community center.  Discussion was held on purchasing a used mower/snow blower unit and Public Works Director Weich was directed to review his options and, if appropriate for City needs, make the purchase staying within the current Department budget and available reserve funds for such equipment.  Moved by Whittlesey, seconded by Craft to approve the PUBLIC WORKS REPORT and motion carried 5-0.

No Museum representative was present to discuss the need for a BULK MAILING PERMIT for the Museum.  Moved by Craft, seconded by Jensson to table the Museum’s Request for a BULK MAILING PERMIT and motion carried 5-0.  
Discussion was held on the SWEET SUBDIVISION LOTS including modifying the prices, marketing, and listing the property with another real estate agency.  The Council reviewed pricing details of building lots in communities similar in size to La Porte City.  The Council determined the lots in La Porte City were priced well above the current market for similarly situated lots and an adjustment in the asking price was warranted. Moved by Jensson, seconded by Spence to reduce the listing price as follows:  Lots less than 10,000 square feet - $17,000; Lots greater than 10,000 square feet - $1.74 per square foot.  Motion carried 5-0.  

Moved by Whittlesey, seconded by Craft to adjourn the meeting at 7:55 PM and motion carried 5-0.
